PROGRAM PURPOSE:
Provides volunteer enrichment opportunities to older adults who have an income of $20,000 a year or less.  Senior Companions are healthy older adults who help other older adults live independently.

PROGRAM SERVICES:

Senior Companions provide support to other older adults living independently, and to family caregivers.  They assist with grocery shopping and other daily tasks necessary to maintaining independence. Without the help of Senior Companions, many older adults would not be able to continue living at and would need more expensive, less personal care.

Senior Companions become part of a team of caregivers.  They alert care providers of potential health problems.  Senior Companions also provide short period of relief to primary caregivers such as family members.

VOLUNTEER ELIGIBILITY:
Interested individuals must be 55 years of age or older, have a limited income, be willing to serve at least 15  hours per week, and love to help their neighbors.  Orientation/training, background checks, TB skin test and doctor’s approval are needed before service can begin.
VOLUNTEER BENEFITS:

20 hours of pre-service orientation and on-going, monthly
training.  Senior Companions receive a $2.65 stipend for every hour they work.  The stipend is non-taxable and is not      considered income.  Senior Companions also receive supplemental liability insurance, help with transportation costs, paid vacation, sick time and holiday pay.

REFERRAL PROCEDURE:

Application and personal interview.

TRAINING PROVIDED:

20 hours pre-service orientation and on going, monthly training.

NUMBER SERVED:

Approximately 30 Senior Companions over 3 counties served by the PASSAGES - Butte, Plumas and Tehama.
